Jennifer has been a teaching artist at the Delaware Art Museum
since 2015, teaching ongoing school visits for the Kuumba
Charter Academy, and Academia Antonio Alonso, as well as
special programs liaising with the Police Athletic League and
the Delaware ARC. Currently she teaches a children’s after
school class, Artistic Adventures, our Family 2nd Sunday
children’s studio program, and many of our summer camp
offerings.
